Nominations

Each campus may
nominate two students to
the All-USA Academic
Team. Each student

nominated from Oregon
using the AIFUSA
nomination form is
automatically named to
the All-Oregon Academic
Team. Ranking on the
team is determined by the
score the nominees
receive in the national
selection process.

Only one application is
neededz the completion
of the AlFUSA Academic
Team application.
Students for whom
nominations are not
submitted to the AlFUSA
Team are not named to
the All-Oregon Team.

Scholarship Funds

Rod and Phi Theta Kappa
staff will work closely

with the Oregon
Community College
Presidents to secure
scholarship funds
designated by Oregon
senior colleges exclusively
for All-Oregon Team
members. Additionally,
our students become
eligible for millions of
dollars of scholarship
funds designated for A
State Team members by

senior institutions across
the country.
